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Report:

Small crystals (0.1X0.1X0.3 mm®) of oxidized Gastrophylus intestinalis hemoglobin have
been extensively tested on the beamline without recording significant diffraction. The
protein is held to exert an unusual function in that this parasite lives in the intestine of
horses, and respires oxygen from the air bubbles which are ingested with food. It is possible
that the hemoglobin serves functions other than oxygen transport (oxygenase, for example).
The reason for the failure to obtain diffraction are being investigated, and new crystals of
the recombinant protein are being tested in house.
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
