Trematomus bernacchii haemoglobin

One complete data set was collected at the beamline ID29 on an intermediate of the unfolding pathway of the
haemoglobin  extracted from the Antarctic fish Trematomus bernacchii. The crystal diffracted up to 1.4 Å
resolution. Two data collections were carried out to register both the low (up to 3.0 Å) and the high (up to 1.4
Å) resolution reflections with a high level of accuracy.
Data collection statistics are summarised in the following table (the values in parenthesis refer to the highest
resolution shell 1.45-1.40 Å).
